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Hong Kong Children’s Discovery Museum Marks Its First Birthday,  
Offering Limited Free & Discounted Tickets,

Hong Kong, August 28, 2019 — Opened to the public in September 2018, Hong Kong 
Children’s Discovery Museum (“CDM”) is the city’s first museum dedicated to child-centered 
play. CDM believes play contributes to every child’s development into constructive, well-
balanced, and engaged citizens. Yet it is well surveyed that children in Hong Kong have 
insufficient time to play and are encouraged to engage in more child-led activities, according 
to a survey of The Boys’ & Girls’ Clubs Association of Hong Kong1  in 2019. Since opening, 
CDM has welcomed more than 50,000 visitors and facilitated more than 100 field trips with 
kindergartens, primary schools, and non-governmental organizations, enriching children’s 
lives through child-led play and play-based learning experiences.  
 
In July 2019, CDM introduced its inaugural museum-wide special exhibit theme, “Amazing 
Bugs!”. The theme can be experienced across CDM’s existing permanent exhibits related to 
academic subjects of Science, Technology, Engineering, the Arts and Mathematics 
(S.T.E.A.M), language and literacy, culture, and environmental awareness/stewardship. The 
special exhibit theme also marks the launch of the museum’s first add-on package, “Bug 
Quest”, which deepens children’s learning experience through special challenges. In a

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scavenger hunt style game, “Bug Quest” exemplifies the benefits of child-led play and invites 
caregivers to join along. 
 
In honor of CDM’s 1st birthday and the continuous support of visitors and donors, the museum 
has prepared special offers to those who visit the museum on September 21, 2019. The offers 
are especially for families and friends of children aged 12 years old and under.  
 
Celebrate CDM's Birthday with Limited 10% Discount Tickets 
 
CDM offers a 10% discount on admission tickets to experience the museum. Starting from 
September 2, 2019 at noon, those who wish to visit on September 21, can purchase 
admission tickets through CDM’s online ticketing platform by applying special code 
"CDM2019ONEBD" upon checkout. Each ticket allows entry for one session of choice. Each 
session is two and a half hours. Tickets are limited and offered on a first-come, first-served 
basis.  
 
First 100 September Children Enjoy Free Admission & Bug Quest Set 
 
In addition to the 10% discount on tickets, the first 100 children born in September, between 
the ages of 1 and 12 (before or on September 21, 2019), will be admitted free of charge on 
September 21 and will receive a "Bug Quest" package. The complete “Bug Quest” package 
includes: a take-home Quest activity map, one 10% discount coupon for a return visit, and a 
mini color pencil set with a sharpener.  
 
To play the “Bug Quest”, children become Bug Scouts and dig deeper into “Amazing Bugs!” 
to complete special challenges and earn stamps. After collecting all six stamps, they earn the 
title Bug Master and are featured in the online Bug Master Hall of Fame photo gallery. Upon 
their return visit, children can don the Bug Master sash for all to see and be of assistance to 
other Bug Scouts.  
 
To enjoy the free birthday admission, visitors must purchase through the online ticketing 
platform. Select the option for "September Birthday Child" and present relevant identification 
documents upon admission. Please note that “Bug Quest” packages are designed for children 
aged 2 through 5 and 5 to 10 years old, and can be chosen according to the age of the child 
upon the day of the visit.
